The European Technical Safety Organisation Network is gathering the TSOs that wish to share more activities, to realize decisive activities
with a strong commitment, and to launch new activities.

Status of the TSOs

The TSOs are public or private non profit organisations with no stockholders. They perform safety assessments with a global regulatory
vision, on a regular basis and with a broad scope. They support their national nuclear regulatory authorities in their field of competence:
nuclear safety, waste management, and/or radiation protection. They develop and maintain a high level of competence of their staff.

Working methods

The TSO have a value charter: honesty, impartiality, pro-activity and initiative, consistency in the safety approach, respect for all
stakeholders. They are able to form and express their technical judgment independently from external interest. They maintain a R&D
programme allowing the development of new knowledge and techniques in support of their missions. The code of ethics of the TSOs
includes: delivery of services to a domestic or a foreign licensee in full transparency with respect to the licensee’s nuclear safety authority,
and demonstration that conflicts of interest are avoided.
